The latest in a regular series looking at jobs carried out by council employees.
This month Sport.Cardiff’s Coaching and Workforce Development Officer,
Gareth Power, who has had a particular role to play in this year’s Olympic
football matches in Cardiff, talks to Capital Times.

I'VE worked for Sport.Cardiff, the
Council’s sport development
team, for five years and I have
just undergone one of my biggest
challenges.

During the lead up to the
London 2012 Olympic Games
and once Cardiff was announced
as a host city, I began my role in
recruiting,  developing and
deploying the hundreds of
volunteers, known as
Ambassadors, needed to assist
with the Olympic football
matches and supporting the
Olympic and Paralympic teams
using Cardiff for their pre-games
training.

It was great to be able to offer
people such a unique opportunity
to be part of the Games.

The volunteers for the Games
were fantastic and were such a
valuable asset to Cardiff. They
carried out a staggering 1,200
shifts, amounting to approx

6,000 hours of volunteering. Their
work  included  welcoming
spectators to the city and
supporting athletes based here.
This contribution was worth over
£50,000 in free manpower hours!

The interest we received was
fantastic and was made up of a
mix of people from all walks of
life. As well as including students
and retired people, I was
surprised by how many full time
employees took leave just to be
involved.

I thoroughly enjoyed the
experience and it was great to
get an insight into how much
planning and operations go into
staging such a large sporting
event.

My career started as a
volunteer. After graduating from
university in sport and physical
education I was keen to gain
experience in the coaching
industry.

With Cardiff Metropolitan
University  (formally UWIC)
producing many sports graduates
each year the industry can be
competitive. During my studies I
would help to run afterschool
sports clubs and holiday camps.

I continued to volunteer and
coach after graduating in a
variety of sports, primarily in
athletics.

I went on to gain employment
as a school’s sport development
officer with Sport Cardiff. I was
responsible for helping to deliver
the 5X60 programme, an
initiative which aims to help
young people become more
active, offering a diverse range of
activities giving opportunities to
children who may not usually get
the chance to be involved.

I then took up a role as
Coaching and  Workforce
Development Officer, a role
which involves the recruitment

and management of coaches in
Cardiff and stems from an
innovative  partnership  with
Cardiff Metropolitan University.

They contribute financially to
the post allowing the Council to
target students for deployment
into our development
programme during their time in
Cardiff, many of whom go on to
full time employment.

As with the Olympic Host
Council Ambassadors, coaching
and volunteer roles can be varied,
from helping with the accounts at
your local rugby club and
coaching at a disability sports
club, to handing out oranges
during a junior football match!

The army of volunteers will be
one of the true legacy
achievements of the Games for
Cardiff as they continue to
support our sporting
infrastructure long after the
Games have finished. This is

important as we work towards
being European Capital for Sport
in 2014.

Sport Cardiff has a state-of
the-art online tool called the
Sport Cardiff Volunteer Sports
Bureau (VSB) which enables
people to access and sign up to
volunteering opportunities across
the city. The site is accessible to
people of a variety of ages and
abilities and there are lots of
different opportunities available.

It enables volunteers to
register and access a variety of
opportunities at the click of a
button whilst also providing a
service for ‘providers’ of
volunteer opportunities to post
their placements on the site
making them more accessible to
a wider audience.

Council launches school attendance campaign

CARDIFF Council has
announced there can be no
excuses for unauthorised
school absences as it launches
its new attendance campaign.

The Council is committed to
improving the quality of
education throughout the city
and believes the importance
of regular attendance cannot
be overestimated. This will
help ensure that all young
people have the best
opportunities for accessing
education, employment or

training.

Cabinet Member for
Education and Lifelong
Learning, Councillor Julia

Magill, said: “It’s a fact that if
children have good
attendance levels they are
likely to achieve better exam
results. Research shows that
just 17 days missed from

school can mean a drop of a
GCSE grade across all subjects.
Good attendance also shows
potential employers that a
student is reliable, which may
help improve their chances of
getting a better job in the
future.

“I want parents and carers
to realise their responsibility
for making sure their child
goes to school regularly and
doesn’t miss out on these
important opportunities,
which is why the Council has
worked with Cardiff’s schools
to develop an action plan
which aims to improve
attendance in primary and
secondary schools.”

In 2010/11 the average
attendance  for  Primary
Schools in Cardiff was 92.9 per
cent and for Secondary
Schools it was 90.4 per cent.

This is a loss of 13.5 days per
primary pupil and 19.5 days
per secondary pupil each year.

Cardiff Council has now
asked headteachers not to
authorise requests for
holidays in term-time. There is
no automatic right that
enables parents and carers to
take a child out of school for a
term-time holiday. Schools
are open to pupils on 190 days
of the year leaving 175 days
for holidays and visiting
family.

The policy that Cardiff
Council used to have, allowing
extended holidays, has been
replaced because of the
evidence that missing school
has an adverse impact on
children’s education. Families
are now asked to make
arrangements to take these
during the six week break in

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July and August.

The Council has developed
a five step approach to
managing attendance with
schools, school attendance
officers, the  Education
Welfare Service and other
agencies to help support
families.

The Education Welfare
Service has been restructured
to allow high schools to
employ their very own
dedicated school attendance

officers to tackle issues in
each school more directly.
School attendance officers
also work with the primary
schools in their catchment
area to tackle any issues early
on.

Truancy sweeps take place
across the city, each month,
where education welfare
officers work with partners
including the police to find
pupils who should be in school,
and warn their parents of their

legal responsibility to ensure
their child attends school.
Councillor Magill added
“It’s important that parents
and carers play their part in
making sure children regularly
attend school. Where parents
and carers are having
problems with getting a child
to go to school, they can talk
to their child’s teachers. If
problems are still proving
difficult to resolvethe council
can offer support and advice.”

Students being driven to discuss

STUDENTS have benifitted from
an accredited computer course,
held at St. Mellons Enterprise
Centre as part of the Council’s
Summer Learning Festival.

The students aged between 13
and 15 attended the course and
were striving to gain a European
Computer Driving Licence (ECDL).

This is internationally recognised
as an IT user’s qualification in
word processing, spreadsheets,
database, presentation, e-mail and
internet, as well as computer
security and operating system
management.

Ten students, of mixed computer
ability and knowledge, including
boys and girls from schools all over
Cardiff, took the course.

All but one of the students (who
was offered support to return in the
future) completed the qualification
in ten working days. It can often
take up to 12 months or more to

gain an EDCL.
Councillor Julia Magill, Cabinet
Member for Education and

Lifelong Learning, said: “This is a
fantastic achievement, as many of
the students had only a passing
knowledge of lesser used computer
applications like spreadsheets and
databases. It is a token of their
learning skills that a number of
them attained 100 per cent in
several of their tests.

“They all deserve
congratulations on what they have
accomplished.”

The course was only one of a
number that many of the students
were attending during the Summer
Learning Festival.

There are four other enterprise
centres in Cardiff. As well as
running courses as part of the
Summer Learning Festival, the
enterprise centres are tasked by
the Council to help the
unemployed get back into work.

The centres offer CV writing
services as well as free accredited
courses — Food Hygiene, First Aid,
Health and Safety and Manual
Handling, as well as computer
training.

CARDIFF students can
look back in pride at
another excellent year
for ‘A’ Level and GCSE
results.

This is the third year in
which candidates have
studied ‘A’ Level
specifications designed
to stretch and challenge
the ablest students, with
an A" grade to
mark exceptional
achievement. 8.3 per
cent of students in
Cardiff gained this
prestigious grade
compared to just 6.0 per
cent in Wales.

The overall pass rate
(grades A*-E) was 98.6
per cent, and higher than
the all-Wales figure.
Almost three tenths of
the grades awarded were
grade A* or A,
significantly higher than
the overall percentage
for Wales. Over four out
of five grades awarded
to Cardiff’s students
were grades A, B or C,
also higher than the
figures for Wales.

In Cardiff the
proportion of GCSE
pupils achieving grades
A*-C is similar to the

position in 2011 in a
context where nationally
this proportion has fallen
by over one per cent.
The Cardiff figure of 66
per cent is now above
the average for Wales
where overall 65.4 per
cent of pupils gained
grades A*-C. The
proportion of pupils
achieving grades A*-G
also rose slightly. At 98.2
per cent this narrowed
the gap with the Wales
average which stands at
98.7 per cent.

23.1 per cent of the
grades awarded in
Cardiff were the highest
grades (A*/A). This result
is the best recorded by
the city’s schools to date
and is now 3.9 per cent
ahead of the all-Wales
figure of 19.2 percent.
8.6 per cent of pupils
achieved the prestigious
A* grade compared to
just 6.5 per cent for
Wales as a whole.

Councillor Julia Magill,
Cabinet Member for
Education and Lifelong
Learning, said: “I am
delighted to hear of the
success of pupils in this
year’s GCSE and ‘A’

Local retailers, shops, hotels,
bars and restaurants reported
the Games had been very
lucrative and the city’s St
David’s shopping centre said it
had seen its second highest
number of shoppers this year
during that week.

Steven Madeley, of St
David's shopping centre and a
director of the Cardiff Retail
Partnership, said: “Stores selling

gift items like handbags and
jewellery did particularly well,
they felt it was because of
people from other countries
visiting, people from the
International Olympic
Committee and tourists.

“As well as the football
visitors many local people were
going into the city to
experience the atmosphere. I
think it's kept Cardiff's profile
high, showing how well we can
do large events.”

Hotel  bookings  made
through the Cardiff & Co
website were up by more than a

third for July compared with
2011 and the Visit Cardiff
website experienced more than
a third of the usual number of
daily visits

The nine football games
which followed were just as
successful for the city.
Attendance figures for matches
were healthy with the GB men’s
games being sold out and
hundreds more flocking to the
city centre to experience the
carnival atmosphere during the
day of the men’s bronze medal
final, the climax to what was a
fantastic few weeks in Cardiff.

INTERNATIONAL  bestselling
author, Ken Follet returned to his
roots last month when he paid a
visit to Canton Library. Ken’s love
of books and writing developed
at the library when he was a
child.

He said, “I used this library
when I was eight or nine years
old and, of course, it seems a lot
smaller now than it did then. It
seemed a long way from
Leckwith Avenue to here and it’s
only about 400 yards, it’s a long
way for little legs!”

The author whose bestsellers
include The Pillars of the Earth
and Fall of Giants was at Canton
Library as part of a film about his
life and was still enthusiastic
about what libraries offer in the
digital era. “I still think libraries
are terrifically  important
because the way they helped
me as a child of not very well off
parents. They gave me books my
parents couldn’t afford and we
must remember a lot of people
in society today can’t afford a
computer, he said.

“Yet if they want to find work
they need a computer because
these days you do it on the
internet. It’s the same principle
that the ability to use these
media should be the same for
everybody. Books are still very

popular and important but
libraries offer so much more,” he
added.

Ken’s visit to the library
coincided with the stocking of
more of his books. “It’s a big
thrill, T don’t know I dreamed of
that when I came here as a boy
but not long after that I did.
When I was 20 I was dreaming
Ken Follett would be sitting
alongside Ian Fleming on the
bookshelf. It never ceases to
give me a thrill that it actually
happened.”

time to get to know fungi.
There are up to 15,000
species of fungi known in
the UK. They provide an
essential role in moving
nutrients around. The well
known mushrooms we see
are just the tip of the
iceberg, most of the actual
fungi is hidden below
ground or behind wood,
some actually cover several
kilometres.

We only see these
complex organisms when
they put out fruiting bodies
— to us mushrooms and
toadstools (different names
for the same thing). They
come in an amazing range

They often have exotic
names. In woodlands you
may see purple Wood
Blewit, or Jelly Ear fungus.
In grasslands  Golden
Spindles shoot up from the
ground and Orange Peel
fungus  makes  bright
patches.

A visit to any Cardiff
woodland or grassland at
this time of year will be
rewarded with amazing
fungi finds, but remember
never eat them —stick to the
ones from the shop.

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IN August, almost 50,000
speedway fans from around the
world brought the Millennium
Stadium alive as the world’s top
sixteen Speedway riders battled
it out on the track.

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Council launches new
door step crime
campaign and helpline

A wide ranging campaign to
tackle door step crime in
Cardiff and raise awareness
about issues such as cold
calling and rogue traders has
been launched.

As part of the campaign a
new rapid response helpline for
victims and potential victims
has also been introduced.

The helpline has been
designed to make it easier for
Cardiff’s residents to report
issues of door step crime to the
council and, where
appropriate, Trading
Standards can respond to calls
within the hour.

This clamp down drive
follows the appointment of a
dedicated door step crime
investigator earlier this year. Ex
Police CID officer Mike Pitt has
more than 30 years of
investigating experience and is
determined to use these skills
against anyone who thinks
they can target Cardiff with
this type of criminal activity
and get away with it.

Cabinet Member for
Housing, Communities and
Social Justice, Councillor Lynda
Thorne, said:

“Tackling cold callers and
putting a stop to these truly
despicable doorstep crimes is a
key priority ~ for  this
administration and, on a
personal level, something I feel
very strongly about.

“I want to move away from
the misconception that these
are simply ‘cowboy’ traders
who haven’t done a job
properly, as this undermines
the seriousness of what is
actually going on here.

“These are calculated crimes
carried out by unscrupulous
people who are only interested
in making a profit, quite
literally at the expense of
others.

“The price that is paid by
those who have been targeted
by door step criminality is not
just limited to financial loss but
also includes emotional
trauma and scarring, which
can be equally if not more
difficult to address.

“This is one of the reasons
why we are increasing our
efforts to tackle door step
crimes but we cannot do this
alone.

“We are already working
closely with a range of other
agencies, including the police

and voluntary and business
sectors, with the aim of
increasing awareness about
cold calling and door step
crimes, as well as offering
advice and support to anyone
who thinks they have or may
become a target for this type
of unlawful activity.

“However, we also believe
that everyone can do their bit
to help and would therefore
encourage communities to
work with us on this.

“Keeping an eye out for
neighbours and loved ones,
particularly if they are elderly
or vulnerable, and reporting
any suspicious activity to us
won’t cost you a thing but it
may well help to save someone
from losing their life-savings or
suffering the emotional pain of

HERE is some simple guidance
on dealing with unwanted
callers at your address offering a
service.

If in doubt, keep them out -
Help us deal with doorstep
crime in Wales and get our
message to people who may be
targeted by ruthless rogue
traders or distraction burglars.

Our message is simple - if in
doubt, keep them out. Also
don't be afraid to report anyone
who is suspicious to the police.
Call 101 to let them know about
a suspected rogue trader or call

999 if a rogue trader has taken
money from you and is in your
home or stil in the
neighbourhood. You should also
call 999 if you think someone is
a distraction burglar.

We all need to report this
activity. Just because a cold
caller leaves your doorstep, it
doesn't mean that they won't
target other people in your
community. Please always tell
the police about any 'suspicious
characters'.

Dealing with unwanted cold
callers - Not everyone who calls

at your door is who they may
seem. So you should always be
on your guard. They could be a
legitimate caller, a rogue trader,
or even a distraction burglar.
But don't worry. If you read on
and always follow our three step
plan, you'll know exactly what
to do. Remember, genuine
callers won't mind waiting
whilst you make the appropriate
checks.

Together we can crack down
on cold callers - If a cold caller
doesn’t get into your house,
they will continue knocking on

doors in your neighbourhood
until they find someone more
vulnerable than you. If the
police don't know about them -
they can't do anything. So, if
someone does call at your door,
always report it and call 101 to
help safeguard your community.

If you get caught off guard
and a cold caller does manage
to get into your house, let us
know about it as soon as
possible. There's nothing to be
embarrassed about, and the
sooner we know the better
chance we have of catching

them and
property.

The three step plan -
Remember genuine callers will
not mind waiting. It's your
home. You don't have to let
anyone in!

* One: If in doubt, keep
them out - It sounds simple, but
if you don't let someone in -
they will go away. Don't let
them pressure you into opening
the door.

* Two: Be prepared. Be in
control - Think about what to
say to doorstep cold callers in

Hound of the Golf Club

ONE Cardiff Dogs Home
resident is lucky to be alive after
being abandoned by her owner
and forced to fend for herself
for almost a month in June’s
torrential weather.

Bute’s survival can be
attributed to the kind hearted
actions of staff from Cardiff
Golf Club. They alerted Cardiff
Dogs Home to the stray and
assisted with her rescue after
club members started noticing
the two to three year old Cane
Corso bitch foraging for food
and shelter in the woodlands
surrounding the golf course.

Despite being half the
recommended weight for a dog
of her breed and age, it took
almost four days for Cardiff
Council’s Dogs Warden, Steve
Green, to coax Bute out of
hiding and rescue her as she
was too timid to be approached

and would flee if anyone came
near her.

However, Bute is now on the
road to recovery after spending
the last month at Cardiff Dogs
Home where staff and
volunteers have been helping
her to recuperate.

She even managed a recent
trip back to the Golf Club to visit
her saviours, club stewards
Christine and Mark Wilby and
golf pro Terry Hansen.

During the visit, Christine
Wilby was keen to point out
that since her rescue everyone
at the club has continued to ask
after Bute, wanting to know
how “the hound of the golf
club” is doing and if she’s found
a new home yet.

Commenting on the lengthy
rescue mission, Cardiff
Councillor Ashley Govier said: “I
would like to thank Steve and

everyone at the golf club for
their patience and
determination, without which
Bute’s rescue would have been
much more difficult and could
have easily hindered her
recovery.

“Bute’s case was unusual but
not unique. Rescuing a dog
when it’s scared and unsure of
its surroundings is never easy
and requires careful judgement
and actions if it's to be done
successfully.

“Fortunately, Bute’s story has
a happy ending - especially as
she has been recently re-homed
with a new family and seems to
be settling in well. But this isn’t
always the case.

“There is absolutely no

excuse for irresponsible dog
ownership and anyone found to
be acting in this way could face
legal action and/or a fine”.
