Determination of proposals: The proposed transfer of and establishment of
nursery provision at St Monica’s Church in Wales Primary School

| am writing to update you on proposals to

e Transfer St Monica’s Church in Wales Primary School, Whitchurch Road, Cardiff
CF14 3JL, into the premises currently occupied by Ysgol Mynydd Bychan, New
Zealand Road, Cardiff, CF14 3BR.

« Extend the age range of the school from 4 — 11 to 3 — 11 by establishing nursery
provision at the school to allow for 32 part-time places.

The proposed changes would take effect from September 2025.

Following the publication of a statutory notice in respect of the above proposals, the
Governing Body of St Monica’s Church in Wales Primary School met on 18 January
2024 to consider the proposals and an Objection Report.

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The proposals would maintain the current standards of education and provision at
the school.

. The proposals would support the school to continue to improve education for all of
their learners

. The proposals would ensure that the school provision offered meets the diverse
needs of the local community

. The proposal would better support the school to be financially sustainable

. The proposal would provide an appropriate number of places for primary age and
nursery age children.

. The proposed site arrangements are acceptable to the Governing Body of St
Monica’s Church in Wales Primary School.

The proposed changes were brought forward in partnership with the Council and are
aligned to the Council’s proposals in respect of Allensbank Primary School, Gladstone
Primary School and Ysgol Mynydd Bychan.

At its meeting on 18 January 2024, the Council’s Cabinet considered their proposals and
approved their proposals as set out without modification.
