Why are you removing the parking on Patreane Way?
Concerns have been raised over cars blocking the highway and businesses operating along this road.

Will the parking restrictions move the parking elsewhere?

Recent traffic surveys suggested that the parking on Patreane Way can vary. In view of the current levels recorded, it is likely
that any parking displacement is likely to be negligible, however we will monitor this as part of post-implementation
monitoring. Baseline surveys have already been undertaken as part of monitoring. In addition to parking restrictions on
Patreane Way, parking restrictions are also being considered on the eastern side of Michaelston Road to protect the verge
area and maintain through traffic.
